On March 13, 2008, Mike McKinnon became the president of The Camden Partnership
(TCP). He replaced Walt Yourstone who stepped down because of a promotion within the
VT Griffin organization which required him to work in Virginia Beach, VA.

Walt Yourstone was with TCP for three years, initially as Executive Director and
subsequently assuming the additional duties of president. His initial actions were to
personally visit various entities in the county; governments, other organizations,
media, the Base, Board of Education, telling them about the Partnership and how it
could assist in bringing entities and individuals together (partner) creating a
synergism for the betterment of all concerned. He also visited entities outside the
county; RDC, GMACC, congressional delegation, and his former contacts within the
pentagon. His efforts gave the Partnership prominence in the community, in state
government, and in DC.

Among the more notable endeavors and accomplishments by Walt during his three years
with the Partnership:

a. He was instrumental in capturing and managing a grant from the Office of Economic
Adjustment, which funded the Economic Diversification Study. The study served
local governments and agencies as a baseline document in developing a strategic
plan for economic development. He led the Partnership charge by
assisting in coordinating public input and actively participating in the various
planning committees.

b. During the BRAC process, he organized and spearheaded the community's
interface with the BRAC commission and within DOD. While the efforts did not result
in additional missions as thought, Kings Bay and Camden County received priceless
PR through the process; people in decision making positions will not soon
forget Kings Bay and Camden County and the capacity we have for expansion.

¢. During two Washington Fly-ins, he was instrumental in revamping the Camden
County Issues and Information booklet given to those visited during the fly-in, and in
developing a new format for issue and information papers. He also coordinated the
Pentagon portion of the fly-in.

d. He promoted TCP at every opportunity

The Camden Partnership, Inc. is indebted to Walt Yourstone for getting the organization up
and running and in the mainstream of activities supporting the Base and the quality growth
within the county. He promoted TCP at every opportunity. While stepping down as president,
he wants to keep engaged in the efforts of the Partnership to the extent his new position
will allow. We welcome his continued involvement.

Mike McKinnon joins The Camden Partnership with much the same background as his
predecessor; former Base CO, wanted to stay in the area, has previously worked with
GMACC, has DC contacts, knows the local "lay of the land," and is respected in the




community. He has the added benefit of having worked with the Partnership for the past
three years in his position as Base CO. He has a deep concern for the well-being of the
military and of this community, and a strong desire to get involved and make a positive
difference. We could not have selected a better replacement to lead the Partnership into the
future.

To say he hit the road running would be an understatement. He has embraced the
organizations incorporation documents, its financials, history, goals, objectives, website, and
has offered some potential steerage corrections. The Partnership appreciates Mike
agreeing to lead the Partnership, and looks forward to working with him as we continue with
partnering efforts to assist in solving future challenges that are sure to arise.
