One-half million jobs are impacted by military base Georgia. By
itself, Naval Submarine Base Kings Bay uses $90anilvorth of goods ang
services every year.

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On March 6th, 2001, 35 Camden citizens fly to Wagtan D. C., not to seel
the sites, but to stuff enough bags with positiapgrs and chocolate submg-
rines to sink a flotilla. Luckily, they deliverébdem instead to every membgr
of Congress. But the buzz around Washington Dh€next day does not
come from a sugar rush, but from the interest daiisehe SSGN program b
the work of these and many other people who wantake it very public
how important these submarines are to the seaceemmd to the country.

Acknowledgements start coming in from governors lagislators on the
SSGN paper and the charming chocolate submarifleisigs seem to be
looking up when the President speaks at the Nagatémy graduation andj
remarks that future submarine Commanding Officesy sommand modi-
fied Trident submarines. But hearts fall whenasellook at legislation
shows that only two Trident subs are to be condertd@o pass [only] the
two Tridents is to sentence them to death,” lamartisvy official.

In July, Congressman Jack Kingston announcestbadministration will
reconsider their recent decision to convert only tfthe four Tridents. Bul
